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INTRODUCE THE TIER TWo VocAaBULARY WORDS LisTED ABOVE:

e Provide a description, explanation, or example of all the words presented in the vocabulary section. Ask students
which words describe objects or characters, and which words describe actions. Ask them if they have used any of
these words before, and if so, how. Then, encourage them to identify which words can be used together with each
of these words. For example, ;Qué palabra usarian con encuentro? ;Por qué?

e Ask students questions or prompt them to complete sentences that use the vocabulary words. For example, jAlguna
vez han visto un cohete espacial que se dirige hacia arriba, con mucha fuerza? También podemos decir que el cohete
sube con un gran. ... (impulso).

¢ Have students take turns explaining the new vocabulary terms in their own words. Encourage students to use similar
words, context clues, and questions as they come up with their own definitions. For example, ;Como usarias las
palabras clavado, impulso y torbellino al mismo tiempo?

Pre-READING

* Have students share what they know about seeds. ;Alguna vez han visto una semilla? ;Qué clase de semilla era?
¢En donde la vieron? ;Como era? ;Para qué usamos semillas? ;Puede una semilla sufrir cambios? ;Como?

e Ask students if they have any plants in or around their homes. If you have a plant in the classroom, ask for volunteers
to describe it. Ask students how they can help the plants grow, like placing the plants in sunlight, watering them, and
planting them in good soil.

e Ask students to provide samples of words that rhyme in Spanish. For example: foco and foco, llama and rama, color
and vapor. Tell students: Las palabras riman cuando tienen sonidos finales similares.

e Introduce El buscalotodo poético (Graphic Organizer #9). Explain that you will identify different types of words, like
abstract words. Las palabras abstractas se refieren a cosas que no existen como objetos materiales en el mundo
real, como la alegria o el amor. Provide examples of the figurative language categories included in the graphic
organizer: personification, metaphor, and simile. Cuando en una historia un cerdito puede hablar o construir una
casa, es un ejemplo de personificacion. Cuando decimos que el cabello de una nifa es de oro, es una metdfora,
pero cuando decimos que Papa 0so era tan grande como un elefante, eso es un simil o una comparacion. Vamos a
escuchar con atencion la historia para identificar palabras abstractas, palabras que riman, metdforas y similes.

REeADING

Read the story aloud. Be sure to demonstrate proper fluency and inflection for students to mimic, emphasizing the
rhyming words. Encourage students to think very carefully as they listen to the stanzas you read, and to ask themselves
questions about what is happening in the story and the words that they hear. Imaginen que su mente es un gran
libro abierto.

REeADING STRATEGY: Hacerse preguntas (Asking Questions)
Help students ask themselves questions by using the following prompts:

e ;Que preguntas pueden hacerse sobre lo que hemos leido hasta este momento? ;Por qué se les han ocurrido esas
preguntas? (What questions can you ask yourselves about the reading so far? What made you think about these
questions?)

e ;Qué parte del poema les ha producido curiosidad? ;Qué pregunta se pueden hacer sobre ese punto? (Which part
of the poem made you curious? What can you ask yourselves about this aspect?)

* ;Qué le ha pasado a la semilla hasta este momento? ; Qué preguntas se pueden hacer? (\What happened to the seed
until now? What questions can you ask yourselves about this?)

e A partir de su respuesta a la pregunta anterior, ;qué saben sobre lo que le esta ocurriendo a la semilla? ;Qué
otras preguntas pueden hacerse? (Based on your answer to the previous question, what do you know about what is
happening to the seed? What other questions can you ask yourselves about this?)

Divide the class in small groups. Have students take turns reading the text within their groups, dividing the book into
sections (see below).

Section 1: pp. 4-14: Preludio y Gota de lluvia

Section 2: pp. 15-30: Semilla y Encuentro

Section 3: pp. 31-43: Planta, Planta en flor, La planta y su fruto, y Final

As they read each section, students should stop to share their questions with one another and take notes. Each team
should complete £/ buscalotodo poético (Graphic Organizer #9). Hemos hablado de las preguntas que podriamos
hacernos para entender el poema narrativo “El suerio de una alubia”. Ahora vamos a completar este organizador grafico
para asequrarnos de que hemos entendido muy bien toda la historia. If time allows, you can use the following questions
to help students complete the graphic organizer.

1. ;Qué ha pasado en la historia? (What happened in the story?)

2. ;Hay palabras abstractas en el poema? ;Cudles? (Are there abstract words used in the poem? Which ones?)

3. ;Hay palabras que riman en el poema? ;Cudles? (Are there rhyming words in the poem? Which ones?) (e.g.,
marmota/gota, profundo/mundo, vuelta/suelta, gamo/tramo).

4. ;Hay alguna metafora en el poema? ;Y algun simil? ;Cudles? Expliquen por qué son metaforas/similes. (Are there
any metaphors in the poem? Any similes? Explain why they are metaphors/similes.) Make sure students understand
that both metaphors and similes are comparisons, but similes use the word “como” [“like”].

5. ;Qué partes o palabras del poema Se refieren a nuestros cinco sentidos? (Which parts or words within the poem
refer to our five senses?) (e.9., vista: reflejo de colores; tacto: le aplica un mordisco, siente la lluvia en su cara).

PosTt-READING
Write the words E/ ciclo de vida de las plantas on the board, next to the essential question. Ask students if they can
explain what are the stages of this cycle in their own words. You may need to clarify the stages: semilla, germinacion,
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brote, planta maadura con flores, fruto y nuevamente semilla. Ask students to make inferences identifying the stages
and to explain their ideas/guesses about how seeds and plants change. Then, encourage them to think about different
ways in which the life cycle of a plant can be narrated. ;Alguna vez habian leido una historia sobre una semilla? ;Se
parecia a esta historia? ; Qué hace que esta historia sea diferente a otras?

Have students share and compare their answers on £/ buscalotodo poético (Graphic Organizer #9). Make sure students
use the Tier Two words presented in the text. Write some of their answers on the board. Make sure they clearly
understand the relationship between personification and facts, as well as between metaphors and similes. Poll students
to see if any of them asked themselves questions to make inferences. Also, check that students understand the
meaning of the stanzas and words and invite them to share their questions and answers.

Science CONNECTION

Luz y sombra

Materials:

e (different types of seeds: lentil, beans, chickpeas, broad beans
e one plastic cup for each student

Work with students to identify and list the steps of the scientific method. Explain that they will use the scientific method
to conduct an experiment to determine how important sunlight is for a plant. Give students different seeds. Ask them
to observe and note the sizes and shapes of the seeds. Distribute one cup for each student. Each student should put
soil, 2-3 seeds of one type of plant of their choice, and water in their cup. Half of the students should put their cups in a
place where they will receive plenty of sunlight. The other half should put their cups in a dark place, like a closet, under
a table, or in a corner. Instruct students to write their own hypothesis about the importance of sunlight for the growth
of a seed/plant. Give students a calendar or chart to monitor and document what their plants look like each day using
simple sentences and drawings. Ask students to water their cups regularly. Demonstrate or explain how to do it, so all
cups are given the same amount of water each day. After two weeks, have students compare both sets of plants (grown
with and without sunlight), then draw and label a picture showing what the plants look like. Invite them to discuss their
observations, confirm their hypotheses, and draw conclusions about their experiment and the importance of sunlight
for plant growth.

WRITING

how to grow a bean plant. It should include the materials required, detailed directions about how to assemble all of the
components, and the steps to successfully grow a plant. Ask them to add drawings to help beginning gardeners follow
the instructions.
