How to Use the Antologia

This section is comprised of guided
questions that help connect students to prior
knowledge they may have about the subject
or theme. The Annotated Edition includes
teacher/parent prompts to further enhance
the guided questions. These prompts can
be used in conjunction with pre-reading
strategies—such as previewing, KWL charts,
and brainstorming—to help prepare students
for the reading selection.

A number of vocabulary words are
highlighted in each selection. These words
can be introduced to students before
they start reading to ensure a better
understanding of the selection. A glossary
of the highlighted vocabulary can be found
at the end of the book.
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The literature selections in the Antologias
are authentic pieces that cover a variety of
themes and genres culturally relevant to the
country that is studied in each unit. They
include informational and expository texts,
biographies, poetry, and fiction.

The use of appropriate reading strategies
is essential for the development of reading
skills. Reading strategies are designed to
help students better understand the reading
selections before, during, and after they
read.

- Author’s Point of View

All stories have a narrator. Sometimes, the
narrator is an outside observer and tells the
story in the third-person, using pronouns, such
as él, ella, se, ellos, and ellas. Sometimes,
the narrator is also a character in the story
and uses pronouns such as yo, mi, me, and
mio. When the narrator is an outside observer,
the author is using the third-person point of
view to tell the story. When the narrator is a
character, the author is using the first-person
point of view to tell the story. Guide students
to identify pronouns in the selection that show
the author’s point of view.

Author’s Purpose

Authors write stories for a reason. This
reason is called author’s purpose. The
four main reasons for writing a story are:
1) to inform, or tell about something; 2) to
explain, or describe what something is like
or how something works; 3) to entertain, or
make the reading enjoyable or funny; and
4) to persuade, or convince the reader to
do something or to think the way the author
does. Sometimes, authors have more than one
purpose for writing a story. Ask students to
identify the author’s main purpose for writing
the selection. Help them to find and name the
details that the author uses to accomplish the
purpose.

Cause and Effect

A cause is why something happens. An
effect is what happens as a result of that
cause. Sometimes, words and phrases such
as porque, por eso, desde entonces, por lo
tanto, and others, give clues to indicate cause
and effect relationships in a story. However,

a story may not include these words and

still have cause and effect relationships.
Encourage students to find any signal
words that may be present in the story
and help them to identify cause and effect
relationships in the selection.

Comparing and Contrasting

When we tell how two or more things,
events, or characters are alike, we are
comparing. When we tell how two or more
things, events, or characters are different, we
are contrasting. Comparing and contrasting
helps us to understand how people, events,
or things are alike or different in a story.
Have students look through the selection
and help them to identify instances in which
the author compares and contrasts events,
characters, or things.

Drawing Conclusions

We draw conclusions when we take
information about a character or event
in a story and then make a statement, or
conclusion, about that character or event
based on that information. Have students
look through the paragraphs they are
reading and model how to draw conclusions
about the characters and/or events.

Echo Reading

This reading strategy is ideal for modeling
correct pronunciation and intonation of text.
Start reading the selection and ask students to
repeat after you. Start with words and phrases,
and gradually increase to sentences. Be sure
to read with emotion and in a lively manner.
Avoid correcting students who mispronounce.
Instead, encourage them to continue reading,
following your lead, as you gradually release
more responsibility to them.




Fantasy and Reality

Fantasy is something that could not
happen in real life. Reality is everything that
is real or authentic. A fantasy may be a story
that includes make-believe characters such
as talking animals, while a realistic story may
tell about something that could happen in
real life. Help students identify stories they
may know that are fantasies and stories they
may know that are realistic. Ask students if
the selection they are reading is realistic or if
it is a fantasy. Have them identify details or
examples from the selection that are make-
believe or realistic.

Main Idea and Details

The main idea is the most important
point the author makes in a story or
paragraph. In a paragraph, the main idea is
often contained in a topic sentence at the
beginning or at the end of the paragraph. In
order to support the main idea, authors use
details in other sentences that may describe,
give reasons and definitions, and give other
types of information. Help students to
identify the main idea and details of some of
the paragraphs in the selection.

Making Inferences

We make inferences when we use clues
from the reading and what we already
know to figure out something that is not

directly stated or explained in the reading.
Have students make inferences about the
characters or events in the selection.

Retelling

Retelling is when a reader tells the story
in her or his own words. Retelling provides
the reader with the opportunity to process
what she/he has read by organizing and
explaining it to others. Retelling can be used
for a paragraph, section, or for the entire
selection. Have students retell the selection
by helping them to organize the events of
the selection.

Sequence

Sequence is the order of events in a
story. Understanding in which order events
take place in a story is essential to forming
ideas and opinions about a story. Words and
phrases such as primero, después, luego,
finalmente, al dia siguiente, mafana, and
so on, often signal order of events and time
in a story. Help students to identify order
of events in the selection by having them
identify time and order words or phrases.

Summarizing

When we determine the most
important events or ideas in a text, we
are summarizing. Summarizing helps us
to learn how to determine essential ideas
and to consolidate important details that
support them. Summarizing can be used
with paragraphs, sections, or for the entire
selection. Help students to summarize the
selection by asking them to identify the most
important events or ideas of the selection.
